Vicky Church distributed copies of section III which addresses citizenship and residency 
requirements to the committee members.  Vicky advised the committee that policy defines 
legal residence and made the rule reflect what state law reflects.  In the changes that were 
given to the committee members, a clause was added on page III-3 and some wording 
changes on page III-5; both are highlighted.  County residency and responsibility are not 
addressed with adult care home case management and placement services.  Motion was made 
by Carol Addington to accept the manual re-write; the motion was seconded by Keith 
Johnson.  The committee unanimously voted to accept the manual revisions.

An overview of the draft recommendations from the Study Commission on Aging were 
distributed to the committee members.  The Commission met January 9, 2007.  Seventeen 
recommendations were made and each recommendation is summarized on pages 1-3 of the 
draft.  Suzanne Merrill went over each recommendation and noted the background beginning 
on page four of the draft.  It is expected that the first draft will make it for the upcoming long 
session.  Final vote is expected January 23, 2007.

AGENDA ITEM:  OVERNIGHT RESPITE IN ADULT DAY  
                           PROGRAMS   PRESENTER:  GLENDA ARTIS  

DISCUSSION 

Glenda Artis distributed copies of the outline addressing the position of the NC Adult Day 
Services Association regarding 24 hour respite in certified adult day care/day health centers 
to committee members.  Glenda advised the committee members that the association is 
advocating for centers to provide overnight respite after hours as a service independent of the 
adult day care/day health services.  The association is advocating for a separate statutory 
definition, licensure/certification and clearly defined rules and regulations and are wanting 
multiple sites that offer 24 hour respite.  Glenda went on to say that if one of the sites 
provides adult day care/day health services and 24 hour respite that they would be under 
separate rules and regulations independent of each other.  Feedback from the committee 
members was that there is obviously a need for this service, however, the department needs 
to bring together a stakeholders group and study what needs to be done as far as oversight 
and consumer protection.  John Tanner suggested the following statement to summarize the 
committee’s views on this issue:  “While we support expansion of overnight respite care for 
elderly and disabled adults, we encourage DAAS to study appropriate ways of expanding it 
including accompanying licensure rules and regulations and funding”.  Motion was made by 
Bill Duke for the committee to take this stance on the overnight respite issue; the motion was 
seconded by Vondrena Gore.  The committee voted unanimously to assume the position 
advocating for further study.
